Requirements for importing agricultural products from abroad
	Agricultural products imported as cargo, by hand carriage, or international mail 
could harbor plant pests that can cause severe damage to Korean agriculture and environment. To prevent these pests from entering into Korea, importers/travelers should observe the 
following regulations: 
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Declaration and inspection of plants 
  When importing or hand-carrying plants such as fruits, vegetables, seeds, or nursery 
  stocks, etc. from foreign countries, declare to NPQS office located at ports of entry, and 
  have them inspected.

  Failure to declare agricultural products will be punished by the law.
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Import prohibited plants/plant products

  Import of following items is prohibited. 

  - Soil 
  - Plants with soil 
  - Plant pathogens or harmful insects 
  - Plants harboring quarantine controlled pests whose treatment method is not available 
  - Import prohibited plants 
  - Import restricted plants 
  - Plants not companied by a phytosanitary certificate issued by government of exporting 
     countries 
  - Plants that do not comply with the specific importing conditions
